@ Site Context and History

The Royal Cambridge Home (RCH) was founded in
Kingston-upon-Thames in 1851 in memory of the first
Duke of Cambridge and has been providing residential

care, initially for the widows of soldiers, since that time.

The Home moved to its present site in East Moseley in
1944, following war damage to the original Home.

't is the aim of the RCH to provide care to all of its
residents to the highest standard, delivered by well-
trained and motivated staff. The RCH can currently
accommodate up to 28 residents who are encouraged
to treat the Home as their own.
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Sadly, the buildings are dilapidated and no longer fit
for purpose. Over the years, a number of extensions
have been added to the Home which have led to a
deterioration in the state of the buildings.

The RCH therefore owes it to the current and future
residents to propose a way forward which will allow

us to continue to meet their needs on the existing site.
The RCH believes that the best way to accomplish this
is by providing a new custom built care home that will
allow the home to care for both the existing residents
and a greater number of people with more complex
needs.
